Dreamy masks

Anastasia Pilepchuk is a fashion designer and a painter from Moscow. She presents her first collection in 2018. When creating the masks Pilephuk uses metal, wood, plastic, paper, different fabrics, threads and so on. She works quite intuitively and most often without sketches, falling into a meditative process akin to a dream-like state. Anastasia shares: “I like to reconsider materials and shapes, finding new ways to inscribe them into the real through the imagination and moments of improvisation that occur in repetitive work.” Using such method there are several masks made from what was lying around at home, for example, a mask made from CDs. Anastasia plans to launch a series of minimalistic jewelry for the face and work with precious metals.  All masks are created in a single copy with an average price from 100 to 350 Euros.
