The A/W 20 catwalks exude a powerful sartorial appeal portraying feminine strength. Evoking the penchant for timelessness with pure shapes, Jacquemus’ A/W 20 show featured sustainable linen pencil skirts, sheath dresses, oversized boxy jackets and the newest and hottest item of the season: the sexigan – a cropped knitted cardigan in a natural, warm, earthly color palette.

Bursting with technological sophistication, Area’s A/W 20 lineup produced some powerful looks complete with crystal chain ornaments. A distinctive move towards the power of suiting was also seen at Acne, A.W.A.K.E., Eckhaus Latta and The Row. Likewise, Milanese houses such as Giada and Agnona made sartorial sensuality the core of their aesthetics.
