


MASCULINITIES

Masculinities seem to be a hot topic in fashion and design museums around the world right now. London’s Barbican Centre has just seen a photography exhibition exploring the subject, and another major UK institution is planning a show that unpacks the history of menswear. Meanwhile, the Fashion and Lace Museum in Brussels has put up an exhibition called ‘Masculinities’. From the ‘Great Masculine Renunciation’ of the late 18th and early 19th centuries to the androgynous outfits of today, it considers fashion’s complex relationship with the male gender, showcasing the work of many Belgian designers, such as Raf Simons, Walter Van Beirendonck, Namacheko, Mosaert and Xavier Delcour, as well as international talent including Off-White, Jean Paul Gaultier, John Stephen, Giorgio Armani, Comme des Garçons and others. 
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
