Jacquemus has been participating in the official Paris Fashion Week for three seasons now, hosting fashion shows in the most unusual places, such as in a video game room or a swimming pool. His womenswear collections are made in his studio in the 11th arrondissement of Paris. His style is openly naïve, midway between Courrèges and Comme des Garçons. At ease with conceptual garments as well as with commercial pieces, this designer likes using special fabrics such as neoprene or PVC, and is not afraid of colors and layering. His latest range, Femme-Enfant, offers among other things, openwork dresses, cropped jackets, exaggerated pockets skirts, oversized suits, striped outfits, and maxi-sweats worn like dresses. But the young Frenchman is also known to be very well connected. In fact, his muses and friends are well-known Parisian women such as Caroline de Maigret and Jeanne Damas, who have supported him since the beginning.
