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Dummyhead Depaysemen has produced an innovative androgynous style by mixing heterogeneous things such as beauty and virulence, nature and artificial objects, etc.  This Tokyo-based menswear brand from designer Satoko Ozawa has transcended gender differences and attracted many fans instantaneously. The brand garnered even more attention when Lady Gaga wore its harness skirt. With the addition of a ladies’ line for S/S 2014, the brand name was changed to Satoko Ozawa for the F/W 2014/15 collection. Now a full-scale overseas expansion is expected with tradeshows in Tokyo and Paris. For her S/S 2014 range, Ozawa incorporated southern resort motifs such as tropical flowers and birds. Notable items are bomber jackets created by combining linen and leather, and lace T-shirts adorned with complicated patterns. The designer keeps the focus on Japanese-made original textiles for both men’s and women’s lines. Materials produced for the F/W 2014/15 collection include lace with animal print jacquard and striped lace worked with pleating. For menswear, elaborately tailored items, cut and sew from drapery, and dresses are especially worth a look. Satoko Ozawa’s collection can currently be found at stores like I.T. in Hong Kong and Xanadu Tokyo in Japan. Attention is being paid to this bold and delicate collection expressing new identities.
