SHOW SOME SKIN! 
At the designer menswear shows for S/S 2015 a great deal of naked human skin was on show, used as a medium to express multiple narratives.

Spiritualism, fetishism and activism were unleashed, translated through skin or completely bare torsos. Dries van Noten focused on the sensual vulnerability of the masculine body, delivering open shirts, scooped necklines, tiny, fetishistic harnesses and luxury silk robes. With cotton belts flatly strapped over svelte, unclothed torsos, his models embodied the fragility of ballet dancers. More obvious fetishism was seen at Rick Owens. Asymmetrical leather bends sculpted over elongated jackets provided a new silhouette, with extra attention given to the upper chest. 
Vivienne Westwood used similar bending techniques, applying colored knitted cords around a naked torso: Together with high-waist trousers, it presented an awkward yet interesting look. Oriental spiritualism made an appearance at Craig Green’s show. He created body-conscious jerseys with cutout sections alongside fluid robes with released strings to underline his purifying Zen narratives. The completely white, black and blue outfits stood in stark contrast to the models’ pale skin tones. 
Dirk Bikkembergs wrote another narrative with his excessively sporty triathlon styles. Tight tank tops revealed athletic, muscular torsos, and some outfits even featured stretch trousers and nothing but sporty accessories, such as backpacks and sweatbands, to “cover” the upper body. Fresh summertime nudity was seen at Issey Miyake and Missoni, where tropical dandies walked down the runway in wide shorts, combined with printed scarfs or sleeveless, open vests. Bare torsos beneath neat, colorful suits once again saw models’ flesh brought to the fore. The latter style was also part of Versace’s show, where suits with low-cut pants were shirtless. Translucent shirts featured modern lace and mesh tank tops were presented in white and pastel colors.
