The LA-based, contemporary denim collection brand Ström is designed by model‑turned‑designer Erika Strömqvist, a woman who has nurtured a fascination for denim since childhood. She has walked the runways for many leading European fashion houses, including Chanel, Balenciaga and Miu Miu, and worked with top designers, among them Karl Lagerfeld, Calvin Klein, Marc Jacobs and Ann Demeulmester. Strömqvist learned all that she could about attitude, style, fit and technique from fashion’s finest. In early 2013 sehe launched her own collection of timeless, sophisticated, streamlined jeans with a Swedish touch. Ström’s focus is on effortlessly feeling and looking good, and the brand delivers a creative interpretation of denim. One example is “The Poppy Fit”, a skinny silhouette with a long folded cuff that gives the illusion of an elongated leg. Ström has designed a core and an avant-garde “Atelje” collection. The latter includes couture-quality tops and Japanese indigo knits, new interpretations of denim and mink cashmere jackets. Ström recently signed Unifa as a distributor for Germany and is also considering a major European distributor. The brand is selling at Isetan in Japan, which was one of its first clients.
