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COLOR TRENDS FOR S/S 2015

With exclusive access to the first fashion shows for the S/S 2015 season, trend forecasting agency ready-made has released its upcoming color trend predictions for WeAr:

Combined soft pastels in fruity colors, such as lime, apricot, melon, rosé and lavender, will be the overall trend in womenswear. These combinations were visible everywhere, from sportswear to modern women’s collections, and will be examined more closely in ready-made’s “Colors” trend forecast in a theme entitled “Frozen Fumes”. The fabrics’ clean visual effect and the palettes’ mild color tones create a delicate vividness.

Bright and inviting ecru/sand combinations are accentuated with restrained, mild candy colors. Together with attractive neutrals, these new candy colors generate a retro-modern hue. All-time favorite indigo with natural tones delivers vintage minimalism, modesty and severity. Classics include faded blues, sand and pebble, as well as deep khaki. Vintage finishes, ranging from used to destroyed, remain key. The ready-made trend forecast details this further in its “Nowhere” theme. The classic black/white look also remains extremely important, with some combining black with pure white ad others with off-white. Harsh contrasts remain the core focus, ranging from large, repeated abstracts to small, hand-painted geometrics.
Some of these color trends will continue into F/W 2015/16: Neutrals (sand, ecru and off-white) will be developed further, stretching the palette to dark brown. Ready-made is calling this theme “Feel”. Surfaces and structures are the key, be they smooth or hirsute, cool or warm, flat or raised. Soft pastels, on the other hand, will become more expressive with the arrival of winter, and clear colors will stand in contrast to dusty, pale tones.
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
