Alessia Xoccato

Italian designer Alessia Xoccato aims to bring the focus back to tailoring, artistic expression, and sophistication. Her creative process involves the obsessive analysis of the relationship between body and space, combining essential, fresh, and international aesthetics. Each collection is the result of the designer’s journey in the expression of her sensations. Architectural geometries, shapes, and volumes create new silhouettes and intensive research into textures and fabrics enhances the structures. Alessia Xoccato’s passion for fashion began at a very early age within the family company. She later studied at IED Moda Lab in Milan before completing a Masters in Fashion Design at Domus Academy. While gaining experience in design departments for national and international companies, Alessia started developing capsule collections. She was declared the winner of the Next Generation competition in 2009 and was selected by the National Chamber of Fashion to exhibit at Toronto Fashion Week. Vogue Italia identified her brand among the Vogue Talents and more recently she was chosen as a finalist for Who Is On Next? 2012, promoted and sponsored by Vogue Italia and AltaRoma. Her S/S 2015 collection is inspired by art, especially by the German artist Paul Klee.

Mark Kenly Domino Tan
Mark Kenly’s creations shine a light on tailoring and timeless silhouettes while doing away with seasonal restrictions about what you should be wearing. The technical rigor that is evident in his collections was developed in some of the best fashion houses such as Balenciaga, Alexander McQueen, and Sonia Rykiel. Kenly graduated from Denmark’s well-known Kolding School of Design in 2011 before studying for his Masters at the Royal College of Art in London in 2012. Shortly after that, he founded his label together with Trine Marie Holm Hansen. The label soon developed a strong identity. In 2012, Mark Kenly Domino Tan won the national H&M Award and, in the two years that followed, the label took part in Copenhagen Fashion Week where it garnered a great deal of attention from the international press. The collections are designed and realized in a studio in Copenhagen as this is the best way to develop the individual pieces. The Danish label is already selling its pieces to Saudi Arabia, Japan, Korea, France, and England.

ATBernard 

The concept behind ATBernard is to take fabric from old haute couture pieces and reuse it to create a unique collection. The result is somewhere between the do-it-yourself punk of Westwood (when she was with McLaren) and the studios of big Parisian houses. Great care is taken when creating each item; production is limited and all takes place in one Parisian workshop. The mix between haute couture and urban culture gives birth to a timeless and very trendy collection. With themes such as Grunge Sunset for the F/W14 collection and Sweet Violence for S/S15, ATBernard plays on the ambiguities between luxury and “street.” There is a paradox between timeless, high-end materials and modern, young lines. At a time when most of the new shops are vintage stores, and where everything old is considered fashionable, here is a new way to make new out of old, to reuse, to reinvent.
