He started out just offering t-shirts, but soon realized he could convey his overall concept more clearly with a larger collection and that buyers needed a wider range in order to make a selection. Since 2012, Gaughan has expanded his range to offer a comprehensive menswear line that is proving increasingly popular among women, too. The unisex character of his monochrome designs resonates with fans the world over. His S/S 2015 collection combines North African influences with western casual wear and abstract expressionist prints. The collection stays true to its concept in a multi-faceted, yet coherent sense: “a central idea or message is very important to me. Without it, things have the potential to get watered down,” says Gaughan. The label has its own online shop and is stocked by selected retailers in the UK, Europe, Asia, and the USA.
