Growing up in a family of artists, Flora Miranda developed an interest and talent for arts and fashion at young age, painting realistic portraits which gave the illusion of three-dimensional surfaces. Flora subsequently became extremely passionate about the human body and how humans express themselves. Sometimes she wished she “could pick bodies like flowers on a field, bring them home and put them in a vase.” Her talent and fascination with the human body were perfectly combined during her time studying fashion design at the Art Academy Antwerp. During these years she developed her skills in both couture craftsmanship and commercial design, not least with the help of two internships. During her time at the menswear tailor Johanna Kastner in Vienna she learned to sculpt the body in a very traditional way, using only natural fibers, and hand-stitching every single piece. An internship at Swiss sportswear company Belowzero, where she assisted with design, graphics and prototype production, allowed her to gain the commercial insight offered by a retail brand. After completing these internships, Flora graduated with an outspoken and experimental collection called “_sidereal_ethereal_immatereal_”. This futuristic concept visualizes the human body as consisting of nothing more than information for tele-transportation and quantum physics, such as movement between two points. The idea of transcending physical borders is expressed through horizontal cutout particles and lines, evolving into sculptural 3D structures. Flora’s considerable hand painting skills are visible in blue and black colors on leather, mixed with complex digital print techniques. Overall, the garments give a strong graphic, anti-emotional impression, questioning the relationship between the body and the third dimension. 
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
