RAW NATURE AND ITS UNIQUE FORMS AND COLORS ARE REVISITED IN SEVERAL CONTEMPORARY JEWELLERY LABELS. DESIGNERS USE PRECIOUS STONES, GEMS AND CRYSTALS TO EXPRESS NATURAL BEAUTY AND INTRIGUING PERSONAL CONCEPTS. 

Canadian designer Arielle de Pinto worked together with Berlin-based crystal artist Lars Paschke on a special limited edition series. For creating the delicate collection, Paschke plants the half-finished jewelry of Pinto with seed crystals in a controlled homemade laboratory. During a month, quartz crystals are grown naturally and directly into the metal jewelry designs, making a 3D unique pattern. Due to this organic process of cooling and heating, each piece is different in size and form and can be grown in all shades of dark purple, to fluorite, pale violet, black and clear.
