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THE KEY WORDS FOR THE NEXT SEASON OF FABRICS ARE LIGHTNESS AND HIGH PERFORMANCE, USING HIGH QUALITY NATURAL MATERIALS AND SPECIAL BLENDS.

For menswear, sartorial and sport fabrics are made with extra-fine wools, silk, linen and hemp with special treatments for comfort and crease resistance. Womenswear fabrics take inspiration from menswear weaves and for informal looks, hand-painted or overprinted effects as indigo dyes celebrate craftsmanship. On the other hand satin, pearly organza, viscose and Lurex blends create feminine and glossy aspects. The seasons’ colour range suggests new soft blue hues, natural shades and some orange and red tones for menswear. Also, a range of whitened colours and dark exotic hues with some pink and violet for womenswear. 
Loro Piana summer wools blended with silks and a small percentage of Lycra and extra-fine super 150s wools enrich fabrics with performance properties for menswear. Ratti Uomo looks at sartorial aspects and offers printed cotton, linen and double face silks fabrics for shirting with wide patterns and 3-d effects. Tallia creates a brand new wool fabric group called Aria 3.1 with three times higher breathability that of classic wools. Denim Silk is the new collection produced by silk specialist Bocchese for special denim effects. The linen world of Solbiati suggests extremely fine crispy weaves for jackets, suits, trousers and skirts as well as washed and worn looks. Lanificio Ermenegildo Zegna create fine wool fabrics treated to be water and stain-resistant using a special technology, which is ideal for outerwear. Cotton specialist Albini Group grants extremely fine and resistant fabrics for menswear and womesnwear shirting. The yarns come from the exclusive Sea Island cotton fibre from Barbados, where the company gets 100% of its production. Reda likes to play with mistakes in the fabric patterns and Lanificio Cerruti suggests an elongated overcheck starting from Fibonacci sequence. From digital print Miroglio Textile chooses new wide prints with handmade aspect for womenswear.
Spring-summer 2016 will also be all about technological innovation. Many yarn companies at Pitti Filati 76 showed how knitwear will be affected by the digital world, for example at Cariaggi, Maglificio Pini and Filclass. Natural yarns will see sophisticated effects, with unusual effects such as leather, paper, gloss, 3D prints and metallic coatings. Viscose is the great protagonist of the season, as at Lineapiù, whether stretch or soft as silk. Raw materials like silk, linen, jute and cotton are hybridized and transformed by technology with scientific procedures generally used on other fibers. Among the main players there are still cotton fibers: companies are looking for a total comfort, so they included breathable fibers. Even here everything is affected by the hi-tech world: yarns show a quality  similar to paper and multicolor 3D effects (seen at Lana Gatto), or techno-chic transparencies similar to jelly (seen at Pecci Filati). 
For denim, new innovations also occur. US Denim presents a version of selvedge denim, including selvage in stretch and alternative fibers such as mélange, giving it a contemporary taste. Kassim Denim looks at “Tomorrow's world," venturing into a variety of weaves compositions and finishes or fibers that have previously been unknown to denim. Meanwhile, Candiani Denim introduces Swenim, a new fabric that distinguishes itself from the common legging through its performance technology.
