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Ever since debuting her collection in January 2014 at Berlin’s Mercedes Benz Fashion Week, and at the Fashion Scout in London, young French-Austrian designer Marina Hoermanseder has been on everyone’s lips. The Berlin-based womenswear label was founded in 2014 by the eponymous designer, and represents fashion with a bold sense of individualism. Hoermanseder skillfully combines wearable designs that are both eccentric yet elegant with spectacular, stand-out show pieces, each model characterized by the finest artisanal sophistication. Hoermanseder studied at Berlin’s Esmod Fashion School, before taking further training at Central St. Martins College in London, successfully completing internships at fashion houses such as Alexander McQueen. Marina’s womenswear collection unites progressive cuts with fetish elements, experimenting with sharp contrasts and playing with the beauty of the unconventional. Precisely fitted leather corsets and intricate closures are combined with delicately flowing fabrics, revealing the individual signature of the designer. With slender silhouettes and subtle details such as leather straps, buckles, gatherings and rivets, Hoermanseder creates an interplay between the avant-garde and ready-to-wear with her own particular extravagant aesthetic. For her celebrated designs made of vegetable-tanned, hand-lacquered leather, Marina draws inspiration from unusual sources, such as 18th century orthopedic corsets, breaking with convention through her aestheticization of the ugly which, in turn, evokes a distinct allure. For her F/W 2015 collection, Marina Hoermanseder takes inspiration from sources such as historical orthopedic equipment, as well as medical and scientific illustrations, taking us with her into fairytale worlds full of untamed, fragile creatures. The key looks comprise formfitting leather corsets and bustiers combined with cashmere and wool jackets. Flounces, draped leather and buckles add some variation to the overall severity of these leather creations. In July 2014 she won the Premium Young Designers Award for womenswear.
