[bookmark: _GoBack]The funky, eccentric 1970’s revival seen on catwalks for the past few seasons has granted a color explosion that has trickled into the classic fur coat. Furs have long been a cold-weather staple but are now being updated to offer multicolored designs that revamp their traditional one-tone and animal print aesthetics. Fendi, like many designers in on this trend, offers bold, blocked options that incorporate the full-on 1970s inspiration as well as more subtle multi-color options that speak to the minimalism of modern dressing. Fendi’s long, ombré fur coat offers a white top-half with pale yellow pops and it fades into a rich, mahogany brown that provides an easy, neutral option. Conversely, Fendi’s bright purple short coat with red and black striped sleeves is a more daring choice. Gucci incorporates a similar scope for this trend, offering a full fur of speckled neutrals including light brown, black and white which pairs effortlessly over denim, while a sleeker red and black dual-colored coat lends itself to a more sophisticated look. Chloé’s stand-out fur idea speaks to the bohemian appeal: a shawl-like silhouette featuring sporadic fur patches in moss green, pale pink and burnt brown, perfect for wearing over the label’s paisley dress for a free-spirited outfit. Marni opts for a bold take through bright kaleidoscopic combinations in long and sleeveless coats. Just Cavalli also participates with both bold and neutral options and the designer offers one of the more subtle color choices; a black and white color-blocked coat with fringing that adds an edgy touch.
