The sneaker brand Voile Blanche brings novelty in men’s and women’s for AW 2015 with its mix of materials and original use of colors. Processed finishes like rubber injections and metallic net inserts give the pieces a contemporary look, with an eye on the latest fashion trends. The more basic urban styles are tone-on-tone while the sportiest styles have contrasting colors, and for the women some pieces are even in gold, silver and bronze. Most special is the degrade effect on nylon which almost illuminates the material, working both in natural shaded colors as well multi-colored.

The signature crocodile logo is an attractive detail through the high-frequency embossing technique, while ventilation holes and shaped in-socks are details for extra comfort.
