FOR AW 2015, DESIGNERS MOVE AWAY FROM COLOUR AND SEE THE WORLD IN BLACK AND WHITE.

But on the men’s fashion catwalks for AW 2015 the grand return of black took place, with total black looks proposed by designers such as White Mountaineering. The Japanese brand, which amounts to three key terms, ‘design’, ‘utility’ and ‘technology’, created head to toe black looks with technical and sharp clothes. Christophe Lemaire purified his silhouettes by containing them all in black, while for Yohji Yamamoto, different forms and layers overlap. Finally Hussein Chalayan presented us total black looks where pants merged into motorcycle boots and jackets came with asymmetric zips.

Nina Ricci showed skirts coming down just under the knee, as well as tops or pullovers with long sleeves sometimes covering the whole hand. For Isabel Marant, high-waist pants and light, transparent tops also came in pure and sensual white. Finally, at Thierry Mugler, where the woman is strong and sure of herself, the many white silhouettes became reminiscent of the 1980s. 
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
