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Helen Lawrence is a London-based designer who has been inspired by fashion since growing up in the seaside town of Whitley Bay, England. “I'd always wanted to learn how to make clothes and create interesting fabrics. I decided to study Textiles and Fashion at university and felt that Chelsea College of Art and Central Saint Martins in London would be the best place for me to really push myself,” Lawrence explains. After gaining her textile degree at Chelsea College of Art & Design, she received a MA Fashion from Central Saint Martins in 2012 and worked with Craig Green, a classmate known for his covetable knitwear, as well as Alexander McQueen. By AW 2014 Lawrence secured a spot for her namesake label with Fashion East, a distinguished platform where selected designers are exposed to international buyers and press by presenting a catwalk collection during London Fashion Week. There, she introduced her now signature cushy, brushed mohair two-pieces, blanket coats and sweaters with PVC scribble stitch embroidery, made of fabrics all created by Helen in-house, and sealing her mark as a rising designer.
For SS 2015, she again partook in Fashion East and combined her handcrafted knits with latex. The mixed media combination resulted in a sleek, forward aesthetic that retained a comfortable, wearable appeal while implementing an edgier fabrication. Her AW 2015 knitwear collection incorporates breathable holes in selected areas for a dash of quirk. For the future, Lawrence anticipates, “A little holiday and more knitting!” International stores including Opening Ceremony stock the label.
