Founded in Hamburg in 2013 by Daniel Thies and Eva Napp, the Delikt label embodies both a ‘Made in the USA’ craftsmanship and the extreme meticulousness of German design. Now based in Los Angeles, the designer duo offers a range of quality leathers for men: jackets, accessories and small leather goods. Inspired by the iconic Marlon Brando from the times of ‘The Wild One’ movie, this collection has a rebellious and urban vibe, with products that can be worn day and night. Delikt pays special attention to the selection of materials in order to ensure the sustainability of its creations. Daniel Thies and Eva Napp prefer quality above quantity, so the collection is produced in limited editions. It marks the promise of durability for those products manufactured locally in downtown LA, a neighbourhood that has been renowned for its tailoring since the 1920s.

ALEXANDRA TAMELE

Young designer Alexandra Tamele takes inspiration from her personal heritage when creating her collections, which evoke both a European and African style. Born and raised in Germany, Tamele’s roots come from Mozambique in Southern Africa and after studying fashion design in Berlin, she decided to draw upon both influences for her own label. The result is a unique range that mixes more European silhouettes with bold African fabrics. It draws on a blend of innovative and classic cuts, re-inventing both sportive and chic shapes in cotton, jersey and polyester so that no item can be deemed ‘typical’, from a t-shirt to a jacket. Charismatic prints and hot colour palettes are another signature of the label, which also caters for womenswear as well as menswear. Tamele says that when people meet her, they can’t always tell her heritage and that is what she wants to evoke in her clothes.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Based in Mexico City, José Alfredo Silva, a pioneer of the Mexican fashion scene, tries to sublimate human beings with delicate materials, for a subtle sensual spirit and natural-looking silhouettes with a fresh and casual elegance. Trista started at first with a ready-to-wear women’s collection in 2006, before, in 2014, the brand decided to launch a menswear line with strong contemporary pieces, far from the usual stereotypes of virility. We find in the collections clothes that are openly naive and romantic. Pieces created with an exceptional craftsmanship, and sometimes even by hand for a unique and limited production, with materials imported from France, Japan, Italy and even the United States. Trista offers a blend of sophistication and nature: these silhouettes are both minimalist and Japanese-inspired. They target contemporary and spiritual men who are not afraid to show their feminine side.
