Won is clearly inspired by the young modern lifestyles of New York, where he currently lives. Vibrant rock and roll looks are made from the most sophisticated materials to capture an ‘Active Energy.’ Won’s upcoming collection for A/W 2016 takes inspiration from the militaristic clothing of World War II and the Varsity style of the 1950’s. Blending these two iconic eras results in a multi-faceted look. Varsity silhouettes like the jacket, jogger and sweatpants come in active sports materials and are mixed with military inspired items like B-2 bomber jackets, with Velcro patches and split hood flight coats. Strong outward details like double pockets have removable and reversible functions so that customers can create their individual look. The colour palette is masculine and strong, with the use of black, charcoal, grey and military olive.
