Colour trends: Autumn/Winter 2016/17

Based on the September 2015 edition of Première Vision Paris, the team at ready-made has compiled a collection of the latest fabric trends and colour themes for the Autumn/Winter 2016/17 season.
The trends are heavily defined by a palette of strong, expressive red tones, ranging from bright orange, glowing red and radiant pink to dark plum tones. These vibrant colours are combined with an array of warm brown shades, evoking the image of burning wood, crackling away in a fireplace. This theme is best matched with soft, woolly, voluminous and even shaggy fabrics with a high percentage of wool. Wool and viscose mixtures featuring mohair or alpaca are also well suited. Artificial fur remains an interesting subject; it is now almost impossible to tell it apart from its authentic counterpart.
Greyed pastels also look set to play a key role this winter. They bring forth the beauty of bright and delicate winter tones, from watery light blue, pale green and yellow-tinged crème to delicate old rosé. When combined, these colours create a look imbued with elegance and high class. A new and exciting addition is a combination of these colours with dark green tones, warm browns and Venetian red. 

Jacquards (either glamorously designed or with a patinated surface and predominantly classic lace patterns), embroidered tulle with ornamental stylings, voluminous ajours along with fine transparent silk elements adds a touch of age-old splendour to this romantic theme.
Vivid grey tones mixed together, starting with warm beige tones and moving into clear, neutral greys, whites and silvers, to blue-tinged anthracite and black, are a must for the Autumn/Winter 2016/17 season. Depending on the target group, you can create clean, urban stylings or natural and cool looks – luxurious, high-end fashion is also an option. These colours are essential to every collection.
This palette is particularly well suited to the large selection of bonded materials that have grown to become a strong force in the fabric industry. Here contrasting fabric elements are combined. The possibilities are endless, and the greater the divergence between the fabrics, the better: smooth meets woolly, synthetics and naturals join forces, and hard combines with soft. The looks created tend to be characterised by elegant, smooth, light, radiant and functional surfaces that optimally accentuate these vivid grey tones.
