ZIZTAR is a Hong-Kong based brand with a whimsical and sweet yet quirky aesthetic. Founded by sisters Mabel and Zuice, the brand incorporates their contrasting personalities in eye-catching, contemporary pieces. Inspired by their family’s business in manufacturing, the sisters launched ZIZTAR’s Black & White label for S/S 2014 focused on original, fun prints. For A/W 2015, the brand expanded to include the Silver Label, a more mature line. It features unique patterns, fabric and cutting techniques. ‘Reborn’ is the theme for the label’s SS 2016 collection revolving around the ability to start over again in the present. Inspired by magical things and moments, the collection incorporates prints such as the spiritual Mandala circle, which exhibits radial balance and the recurrent universe. Another key print is the egg print which ponders life’s question of which came first- the chicken or the egg? ZIZTAR’s reach includes Hong Kong, Singapore, Malaysia, Japan, Taiwan, USA, UK and Turkey. Major outlets including Forever21.com and Galeries Lafayette in Beijing count among its stockists.

N&S GAIA pays homage to mother nature through its designs, both behind the scenes and at the forefront. Standing for ‘Nature & Sustainability’ and embodying the spirit of GAIA, the primal Greek Goddess, Sidharth Sinha’s India-based brand fulfills its commitment to the environment via a variety of sustainable fashion practices while presenting designs inspired by the vintage relics and Tudor architecture left behind by the British Raj. Think blooming gardens, antique pictures, teak finishing and bone china tea for a glimpse into the designer’s inspiration for his S/S 2016 collection. Working with fabrics including hand-woven cotton, Eri silk and Muga silk, one of the world’s most expensive silks, the designer offers dresses, blouses and palazzo pants featuring interesting shapes and drapes. Sinha, the creative director and a NIFT New Delhi alumnus, has worked for the haute-couture designer Gaurav Gupta of India, and also in costume design. By utilizing textiles, crafts and craftsmen of North East India, also he conducts intense research in order to develop natural processes and dyes.

Young designer Tanya Miller is promoting the rejuvenation of British manufacturing, supporting her home country with a collection that is made solely in Britain. Fabrics for Tanya Elizabeth are sourced in Leicester, UK, and Miller produces her collections in a North London factory, making it truly authentic. Miller herself has a strong background in fashion, having previously worked in the design teams at retailer French Connection and designer label Savannah Miller, which honed her keen eye for easy to wear, feminine pieces. She launched her eponymous line for A/W 2014. The designer likes to play with proportions, so details such as wide pockets or asymmetrical hems are commonly seen, as well as more form-fitting evening wear. Print is always a strong theme within the collections and S/S 2016 sees a contemporary floral print, made from a dotted composition. Miller has also moved away from her use of scuba material for the range, introducing a new rib quality, which modernizes some of the more classic silhouettes.
