JIL SANDER: PRESENT TENSE

“If you wear Jil Sander, you are not fashionable – you are modern”: this is how the German designer once famously coined her own style. Celebrated for its purism and craftsmanship, and for altering a whole generation’s ideas on beauty and identity, Sander’s work is currently on display in her first solo exhibition in Frankfurt’s Museum of Applied Arts. Spread over 3,000 m2, it encompasses key garments from various collections, runway videos, images from the brand’s most iconic advertising campaigns shot by photographers such as Peter Lindbergh and Irving Penn, and multimedia installations reflecting Sander’s approach to design and aesthetics. The exhibition’s thematic sections include runway, backstage, studio, fashion lines, accessories, cosmetics, fashion photography and advertising campaigns, fashion and art, architecture and landscape art.

SHANGHAI FASHION WEEK

The international fashion week system is dominated by Europe, with designers from around the world clamoring to be a part of its establishment. However, Shanghai Fashion Week is increasingly positioning itself to become the next must-see in the international fashion week calendar. Alongside 100+ shows, there are around a dozen trade shows and showrooms operating during the fashion week, such as the Mode Shanghai trade show, Ontimeshow, Showroom Shanghai, DFO, Alter and Tube showrooms. An events program is yet to be announced; last season, the line-up included a summit organized by The Business of Fashion, a talk series called Innovative Luxury Labs hosted by Kering, and launches and presentations by labels such as 3.1 Philip Lim, Ports 1961, Prada and more.

BERLIN FAIRS

Berlin’s trade shows are closing their ranks. Show & Order, which was acquired by the Premium Group, is moving its January 2018 event to Kühlhaus, located just opposite the main Premium show. Its old location in Kraftwerk will now be occupied by two shows focusing on sustainability: Messe Frankfurt’s Greenshowroom and the Ethical Fashion Show Berlin. They will be joined by the Premium Group’s #Fashiontech conference on the top floor, which will be expanded to include a new topic area: ‘The Future of Textiles and Sustainability’.
Meanwhile, the denim and heritage trade show Selvedge Run will move into the Marshall House on the grounds of Messe Berlin, in the immediate vicinity of Panorama Berlin. Both trade shows will continue to operate independently but will benefit from the synergies created by the joint location. These changes will make it easier for buyers to manage their trip.

NEW YORK TRADE SHOWS
 
UBM Fashion is making two key changes to its New York trade show line-up. To align its calendar with the evolution of New York Fashion Week, it will introduce an additional June pre-collection market, with Coterie at its core. Furthermore, in summer, it will bring together men’s and women’s collections in the first dual-gender trade show, launching in July 2018, with Project as its marquee show. Going forward, January (from 2019 onwards) and July events will be showcasing both men’s and women’s collections, while February, June and September editions will focus on womenswear only. Meanwhile, the January 2018 men’s and women’s market weeks will remain separate; the women’s will take place January 7–9 with Moda, Fame, Accessorie Circuit, Accessories The Show and Intermezzo Collections, and the men’s runs from January 21 to January 23 with Project and Mrket shows.

RICK OWENS: SUBHUMAN INHUMAN SUPERHUMAN

Milan’s art and design museum La Triennale di Milano is hosting ‘Subhuman Inhuman Superhuman’, the world’s first retrospective of visionary avant-garde fashion and furniture designer Rick Owens. The idea was suggested by the curator of the museum’s fashion department, Eleonora Fiorani, yet the exhibition is very much reigned by the designer’s own imagination. Featuring items from the archives of Owens’ fashion and furniture collections, as well as film, graphics, publications and a major new sculptural installation, it acts as a ‘Gesamtkunstwerk’ – a ‘total’ work of art encompassing multiple mediums and art forms to convey the artist’s creative universe. The ambition of the show is to convey the philosophy of Owens’ entire oeuvre while also tracing the evolution of his ideas.

THE BODY: FASHION AND PHYSIQUE

[bookmark: _GoBack]The latest exhibition at New York’s Fashion Institute of Technology museum explores the variety of body shapes that have been considered fashionable from the eighteenth century to the present day. Changing beauty canons, shifts in gender roles and ways they influenced fashion are reflected in a selection of objects encompassing the last 250 years. These include 18th-century stays and corsets, 19th-century bustles and crinolines, 1930s and 40s gowns by Paquin and Christian Dior, 1980s body-con dresses by Thierry Mugler and garments made as recently as 2017. Clothing items are supplemented with images from the popular press, fashion media, film and other sources to demonstrate how the fashion industry has contributed to both the marginalization and celebration of certain body types.
