GIANNI VERSACE RETROSPECTIVE
To mark the 40th birthday of the House of Versace, collector Antonio Caravano is set to unveil the world’s largest exhibition of works by famed designer Gianni Versace in Berlin. Alongside countless outfits, featuring a number of unique pieces and opera costumes, visitors can also feast their eyes upon jewelry, footwear and watches, as well as furnishings, porcelain and cushions. The multimedia showcase is set out chronologically, starting in the 1980s and ending with the designer’s last collection in 1997. One room shows an exact replica of Versace’s bedroom featuring original furniture, while another is devoted to the designer’s bondage collection. Unmissable highlights include Versace’s original designs, rare photographs from the archive and additional events. The retrospective will open on January 30 with a spectacular Versace runway show at the Kronprinzenpalais, showcasing the most sensational looks of his glittering career.
