IO BY IVANA OMAZIC 

Born in Croatia in 1973, Ivana Omazic had a long and impressive career in senior creative positions at brands such as Prada, Jil Sander, Miu Miu, Maison Martin Margiela, and a four4-year stint (, between 2005 and 2009), as an artistic director at Céline. In 2014, she launched her own collection, IO by Ivana Omazic. Driven by the principles of slow fashion, it rejects the fashion industry’s constant demand for novelty and focuses instead on exquisite craft. Omazic uses artisanal techniques, such as woodblock printing, hand-painting and hand-knitting; every piece undergoes an unusually high amount number of fittings, in order to refine the construction. Everything is done in-house, from the selection of materials to the making of the prototypes design. Sophisticated, smart and graphic, IO’s collections are currently sold at Tiziana Fausti (Italy), Magazzin (Austria) and Yagi & Co (Japan), among others. The brand is distributed by MC2 Diffusion.

ALTER ERA

Alter Era was founded in 2015 by designers Alicia Declerck and Zhanna Belskaya, who have previously worked for Kenzo, Antonio Marras and Manish Arora. Recurrent themes in their work include the idea of duality and contemporary interpretations of ethnic and historical dress. In the upcoming A/W 18/-19 collection, Alter Era delves into the 1920s and 30s. Strongly influenced by Art Deco, the collection will comprise geometric shapes and bold colors in a range of printed silk crêpe de chine dresses, blouses and geometrically shaped tops, essential knits and wool coats. The duo’s commitment to sustainable production got earned the brand selected a spot onfor the EU-funded Worth Partnership Project, funded by the European Union. Already established in Belgium (where its collections sell in such stores such as Momento By Gaya, Cachemire Coton Soie, Dresscode and Tiffany), Alter Era is now focusing on international expansion through the Ethipop Showroom, as well as the Paris and London Fashion Weeks.

OMER ASIM

Sudanese-born Omer Asim studied at The Bartlett School of Architecture, the London School of Economics and Political Science, and Central Saint Martins, and also interned at Savile Row, before launching his eponymous label. An intellectual with a cerebral approach to design (and a background in psychoanalysis, among other things), he is fascinated by the relationship between the body and the mind. Asim’s S/S 18 collection studies minimalism through a tailoring lens, with nods towards deconstruction. Handsome, simple shapes are paired with, and subverted by, unique textures developed in Asim’s London studio, such as lacquered knit and chiffon-layered horse hair. Retailing at Selfridges (London), 4 (Kuwait) and IF (New York, Dubai), his collections are currently gaining momentum with those who are seeking fashion that is led by concept, shape and material alike, without being unnecessarily loud, complicated or self-indulgent.
