PREMIÈRE VISION FABRIC AND COLOR TRENDS: AUTUMN/WINTER 2018/19 
THE TEAM AT READY-MADE ANALYZED COLOR AND FABRIC INNOVATIONS AT PREMIÈRE VISION 2018/19. HERE WE PRESENT A BRIEF SUMMARY
Colors
The basic palette comprises new and unusual color harmonies. Expressive, bold and rich hues, such as orange, tomato red, fuchsia, lilac, turquoise, electric green and acid yellow, are key and stand in stark contrast to mystical ‘darks’, graying pastels as well as ‘smoky midtones’. In combination, these colors may come as a surprise, but they offer promising opportunities for fresh innovation.

This wealth of color was also heavily reflected in the fabric collections. For an A/W season, there was an unusually high number of colorful and vivid harmonies on display, some of them loud and vibrant, but always cheerful. Perfect for those gray autumn/winter days!
Fabrics
The collections on show mainly focused on decorated, elaborately woven and unique fabrics.
Shimmering and iridescent textures give rise to new materials that embody the futuristic, the high-end or the extraordinary, with some featuring innovative coatings or stunning embroidery including sequins. Metallic finishes in gold, silver and a range of colors will keep turning heads.
Volume achieved through double weave and bonding is another trend that is set to continue. As was the case last Autumn/Winter, there seem to be no limits to what can be combined within various fabrics: wool is mixed with cotton, fine combines with coarse, and hard sits alongside soft. The greater the contrast, the better.

It’s also crucial to mention the classics, appearing in pure wool and wool blends, corduroy in an array of thicknesses, fabrics with a velvet finish and fake fur. They form the backbone of several collections, albeit often with new colors and designs to add fresh appeal.
Once again, exhibitors have used innovation and creativity to deliver a host of new trends that already have us looking forward to the upcoming season.
