FANATIC FEELINGS: FASHION PLAYS FOOTBALL

The new exhibition organized by Fondazione Pitti Immagine Discovery explores the relationships between football and men’s fashion. Fanatic Feelings – Fashion Plays Football is curated by Markus Ebner, founder of German fashion magazines Achtung Mode and Sepp Football Fashion, and art critic Francesco Bonami. The exhibition features a Street Style section, screenings of the ‘Zidane: A 21st-Century Portrait’ documentary, glimpses into the Sepp Football Fashion archives (from 2002 to 2018), drawings of famous players created by Karl Lagerfeld and Hiroshi Tanabe, and much more.
