PREMIÈRE VISION PARIS – SPRING/SUMMER 2019 – COLORS AND FABRICS
THE READY-MADE TEAM ATTENDED THIS SEASON’S PREMIÈRE VISION FABRIC SHOW TO FIND OUT ABOUT THE LATEST TRENDS. BELOW IS THE SUMMARY OF KEY COLORS AND MATERIALS FOR S/S 2019
The trend towards intense, luminous colors mixed with softer mid-tones and ‘grayed’, transparent pastels is set to continue into Spring/Summer 2019. It is a palette inspired by nature.
The spectrum, which incorporates golden yellow, rich orange and warm red all the way to pink, rosé and purple, is reminiscent of a summertime garden in full bloom. Green hues, starting with a lush leafy color and spanning the whole gamut up to cold, blueish shades are also worthy of mention. Earthy browns, indigo-blue and dark anthracite round off the dark color palette. When it comes to printed and colored fabrics, customers tend to prefer friendly and fresh colorways for their collections, thus reinforcing ready-made’s color charts.
The fabric trends touted for Spring/Summer 2019 appear to still be very much in tune with last season: lightweight, transparent natural fabrics, such as cotton, viscose and linen blend, are refined with subtle ‘finishings’. From matte sheen to high-gloss textures, weavers seem happy to show off their embellishment skills. Metallic-esque finishes will remain relevant as we move into Summer 2019, giving fabrics an air of extravagance. 
Lace and mesh looks will also continue to be key. The materials are often shown in bright, summery colors, and sometimes in innovative graphic patterns when it comes to lace, thus imbuing the fabric with a fresh, modern look and allowing it to be incorporated into a greater array of styles (including sportswear).
In terms of design, floral and plant motifs set the tone. Vast, generously sized floral repeats on prints and jacquards turned plenty of heads. ‘Geometrics and abstracts’ will also remain key. Whether hand-drawn or digitally crafted, both techniques are effective depending on how and where they are used.
