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Stefan Cooke is an emerging London-based brand founded in March 2017 by designer Stefan Cooke and his partner Jake Burt right after their graduation from Central Saint Martins. During his studies, Cooke assisted Walter Van Beirendonck in Antwerp; later he became a research assistant for John Galliano – something he referred to as a “life-changing experience” – and also worked for Craig Green. 

Cooke’s graduate collection earned him the prestigious L’Oréal Professionnel Creative Award. He is also the winner of the H&M Design Award 2018 for his highly technical and innovative A/W18 collection of “extraordinary ordinary” menswear that was presented during his highly anticipated debut show at London Fashion Week Men’s. Passionate about the transformation of basic items into conceptual experimental pieces, Cooke creates impressive lineups featuring handwoven jackets and hand-shredded tops, mohair simulation tops and coats, synthetic trousers with tight elastic strips and tops in faux snakeskin. Abstract and photographic prints on denim, futuristic plastic chainmail vests contrasted with hand-knit Icelandic jumpers and cricket-style tanks complete the look. The collection skillfully merges both visual and tactile experiences. The duo’s second, S/S19 collection, entitled ‘The Luxury of Boredom’, focuses on high quality tailoring and continues to experiment with art and fashion, offering versatile styles such as chainmail vests, shirts with ruffled collars, tight-fitting jeans with ostrich plumes spread over the waist and numerous tartan print pieces.

Cooke unquestionably belongs to a new generation of designers to watch and is presented at Dover Street Market (London), Joyce (Hong Kong) and Opening Ceremony (New York and Los Angeles).
