Womenswear is getting wilder every season, and the latest collections hit a new benchmark of eccentricity, featuring head-to-toe eye-popping prints and dynamic three-dimensional elements. The shows have been celebrating psychedelic fantasies and taking the maximalist trend to a new level.

Prada embraces this mood in its Resort collection, with a collage of clashing prints, retro geometrical patterns, shimmering brocades complemented by statement trapper hats, and richly embroidered sequined hosiery. This explosive energy is completed by 90s minimal silhouettes, an injection of neon detailing, bold logos and sporty jerseys. 

Taking the extravaganza into a softer, dreamier mood, Miu Miu’s presentation featured light printed silks, exotic skins and feather trimmings punctuated by scattered crystal clusters and gold leopard lamé. The biggest homage to eccentricity was seen at the Louis Vuitton show, which revealed strong modern silhouettes inspired by the 1980s and contemporary art, combining stripes, floral patchworks, checks, beaded silks, abstract psychedelic patterns and surrealistic feathers, paired with futuristic hybrid over-knee sneakers. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]The profusion of baroque and pop art patterns was a key characteristic of most looks at Versace, while the kaleidoscope of energetic hues colored Fendi’s Couture lineup, which offered pieces with fun 3D elements, such as a multicolored coat with op art effects, shaved minks and marabou feather dresses. Finally, the poetic fantasy beasts conjured up by Schiaparelli’s Couture collection, with its dramatic silhouettes, sumptuous animalistic embroidery tinctured with fluorescent accents and matching masks, evoked mythical creatures and a sense of wonder and mystery reminiscent of films such as ‘Pan’s Labyrinth’.
