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JORDANLUCA is a brainchild of Jordan Bowen and Luca Marchetto, young designers who have previously worked at Jil Sander, Vivienne Westwood and Erdem. Their joint vision is a combination of elegant Italian and edgy British fashion sensibilities, and their shared goal is to challenge the boundaries of men’s fashion by merging classic tailoring tropes with streetwear, sportswear and workwear elements. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]Every collection is assembled like a puzzle: one can get the whole picture only when all the details are presented in the right order. In JORDANLUCA’s catwalk outfits, reworked overcoats and suit jackets are layered with hoodies and oversized T-shirts. The brand’s approach to styling encourages its customers to wear tailoring with tracksuits and to mix conservative patterns with graphic elements inspired by urban street culture. Despite this eclecticism, each collection presents a coherent and convincing narrative, which has earned the brand contracts with some of the world’s most prominent retailers. The S/S19 collection features exaggerated hoods that cover the whole face, multiple plaid and stripe patterns, futuristic metallic fabrics and distressed denim items, as well as more elegant linen suits and techy outerwear with military pockets and strap details. Jordan Luca show their collections at London Fashion Week Men’s. The brand’s current stockists include L’Eclaireur (France), SPRMRKT (Spain), H. Lorenzo (US), Maison Simons (Canada) and Harvey Nichols (Hong Kong).
