Studio Roosegaarde’s ‘Smog Free Ring’ is the perfect product for the conscientious consumer. Its black core is made of compressed smog particles, which are collected from the studio’s sister project, the Smog Free Tower, a seven-meter structure that cleans the air in public spaces in the Netherlands, Poland and China. Every ring purchased donates 1,000 cubic meters of clean air to the city. The rings, which are intended “to show the beauty of clean air”, are a leading example of how the a fashion item or accessory can start a conversation about the environment.
