SHANGHAI FASHION WEEK X TRANOÏ 
Shanghai Fashion Week is now a city-wide celebration of creativity, with dozens of runway shows and a vast array of satellite events popping up, and A/W 2019 (March 27 – April 3) welcomes a very special international addition: Tranoï. Powered by DFO International, the Shanghai edition of the Paris tradeshow will be held at Ontimeshow (March 28 – March 31), which has already established itself as one of the best B2B platforms in China and will feature 30 carefully curated designers. The wholesale business is already competitive, but Tranoï’s presence is sure to further elevate Shanghai’s status as a world-class fashion capital.

CAMP: NOTES ON FASHION
How have fashion designers interpreted the concept and aesthetic of camp? Using Susan Sontag’s 1964 essay ‘Notes on Camp’, which assigns it values such as irony, humor, parody, pastiche, theatricality and exaggeration, the Costume Institute explores this question in its next exhibition. Alongside menswear and womenswear examples including Elsa Schiaparelli, Zandra Rhodes, Patrick Kelly and Moschino, displays of sculptures, paintings and drawings from the 17th century to the present day complete the visual diorama. From Versailles’s aristocrats to queer subcultures of the 19th and 20th centuries, this exploration is as much about historical players and means of self-presentation as it is about the designers.

Almaty is the largest city in Kazakhstan, a country that accounts for 60% of Central Asia’s GDP, but it is the cultural wealth of the city’s people that has created the perfect environment for the emergence of its vibrant fashion scene. The global sensibility of three key co-organizers – Yan Ray, Lenazh and Dana Kip – has helped them establish both a fashion week showcase for local and international guests and media, and a multi-brand store selling to the general public, showcasing local design talent, including Kirpi, Zherebtsov, Kamila Kurbani, Maria Sariyeva and Di Siitova. The next edition of the event is coming up in May and is worth making the trip for.

TEXPROCESS
At the next Texprocess show, exhibitors from over 29 countries, including international market leaders Amann, Brother, Morgan Tecnica, Pfaff and Vetron (China, Japan and Taiwan have registered for national pavilions), will show new textile design and layout technologies – cutting, making, trimming, digital printing, conditioning, finishing, logistics and recycling – with a focus on automation, individualization, customization and sustainability. Trade visitors will also be able to see the Digital Textile Micro-Factory, featuring one production line each for clothing, shoes and technical fabric processing (e.g. for furniture), an approach to textile processing that is fully networked, which allows for individualized products. Texprocess, together with Techtextil, will jointly grant Innovation Awards for sustainable textile innovations and processing approaches.

MARY QUANT 
Last year, London’s Victoria & Albert Museum announced a public call-out to uncover lost designs by the iconic 1960s designer Mary Quant. It received over 900 responses, and the museum selected 35 objects from 30 individuals. These will be on display, along with multiple other items, in the first international retrospective on the designer’s work in nearly 50 years. The exhibition will focus on the years between 1955 and 1975, when Quant revolutionized the high street with her youthful and playful designs, and brings together over 200 objects, the majority of which have never been on public display.
