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Susan Fang was born in China, raised in Canada and the US, and eventually moved to London to study fashion at Central Saint Martins. She graduated in 2017, and worked at Kei Kagami, Céline, and Stella McCartney before establishing her eponymous label in London. She now shows at Shanghai Fashion Week, bringing her brand full circle. 
The designer approaches fashion obliquely from a mathematical perspective, which makes her aesthetic and design approach unique. Employing innovative textiles, colors and silhouettes to play with perception, she has developed a signature ‘Air-weave’ technique that “allows the fabric itself to float between two and three-dimensional realms”, as she puts it. The flatness of the fabric is given depth through layering, and interwoven pieces create a fluid sense of movement, with contrasting colors creating illusions that are more akin to art than fashion. Fang is inspired by the omnipresence of fractals in nature, and the repetition and rhythm of these environmental phenomena, which are expressed as beautifully chaotic, inform the brand’s signature pieces. The geometry of her designs might be immediately understandable to us, but the form still manages to be fresh. The young designer rebuffs trends and aesthetics as she strives to surpass the realm of design – to render something more elusive and illusory. Her designs have already been featured in Vogue Italia, Numéro and Harper’s Bazaar, while her collection is available at Joyce and Labelhood.
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
