WOMENSWEAR LABELS TO WATCH
AREA
Named after one of the most famous clubs in downtown ’80s New York, Area was founded in 2013 by Beckett Fogg and Piotrek Panszczyk, graduates of Parsons School of Design. Inspired by a convergence of after-dark club glamour and the fashion vibe of Sex and the City, the duo share a love for seductive, ultra-feminine silhouettes, heavily powdered with metallic lame, glitter and Swarovski crystals. The S/S 2019 collection expanded their nightlife vision to a daytime wardrobe that featured leather miniskirts, blazers, bike shorts and crystal see-through dresses, offering a more sophisticated, mature edge while staying loyal to their dress-to-kill aesthetics. The A/W 2019 lineup, infused with a ’60s vibe, was more eclectic and experimental. Sporty items were shaken up with new takes on dogtooth patterns, cascading crystal trimmings and fringes, shimmering surfaces and tie dye. Stockists include Barneys New York, Nordstrom, Opening Ceremony, Luisa Via Roma, Browns and Farfetch, amongst others.

ROTATE 
The perfect dress – that is the main idea behind the Copenhagen-based brand Rotate. Created by stylists and influencers Jeanette Madsen and Thora Valdimars with concept shop Birger Christensen, it was a response to perceived gaps in their own wardrobes, and the eternal search for that dream piece. The result is a collection of wearable yet body-conscious and bold dresses and looks for evening soirées. Rotate’s first collection, which showed during Copenhagen Fashion Week in August 2018, harked back to 1970s disco glamour with its flowy maxi dresses, silk jumpsuits and wrap dresses with deep V-neck and one-shoulder necklines. 1980s eveningwear was referenced in high-necked minidresses with poof sleeves, and the inclination for color, pattern and textured fabrics (also sold at Net-a-Porter, Browns Fashion and Birger Christensen). These looks have garnered much attention, thanks in part to their mid-range price point and the designers’ large Instagram followings. S/S2019 launches in March.

LITKOVSKAYA
Litkovskaya is a Kiev-based label founded by Lilia Litkovskaya. Early in her career, she received the 'Best Womenswear Designer' award from ELLE Ukraine. In 2013, Litkovskaya was featured in Vogue Italy’s list of the 200 most promising designers in the world. The label combines minimalistic aesthetics with a distinguished urban twist. It experiments with androgynous designs, blending the menswear and womenswear universes: oversize tailored jackets and coats, for instance, are softened by refined feminine detailing. Earlier collections featured technically innovative designs, including perforated wool, tailored voluminous coats with checks and stripes and high-waisted trousers, silk satin or waxed guipure dresses and eye-catching, deep chocolate patina on statement asymmetric leather skirts and tops. The S/S 19 collection is infused with a dreamy, romantic and delicate mood and whisper-like pastel hues. The brand is now presented at L'Eclaireur (Paris), Selfridges (London), Rare Market (Seoul), Nordstrom (various locations, USA), TSUM (Moscow) and Moda Operandi (online).
