In its S/S20 collection, RRD - Roberto Ricci Designs is inspired by the past while using technologies of the future. A collaboration with London-based Liberty has resulted in a line with prints reinterpreting iconic Art Nouveau motifs. Other lines include ‘Down Under’, which offers fabrics with anti-bacterial properties and superior elasticity in seamless garments that ensure freedom of movement; ‘Techno Indaco’, items made with indigo-dyed Lycra that combine the look of heavy cotton with the comfort of sportswear; and a line made in collaboration with the illustrator Roberto Abbiati.

LICENSING AGREEMENTS

Alviero Martini started his fashion career in 1990, creating a line of travel accessories to reflect his wanderlust. After enjoying success with his 1ª Classe collection that focused on map prints, he launched a new line in 2005 featuring ‘Passport’ and ‘Urban’ prints. From S/S19, Martini entered a licensing agreement with B.A.V. Shoes to create and distribute the ALV by Alviero Martini footwear line; the S/S20 collection will be presented at theMICAM in September 2019, with a view to grow in Italy and then expand in the EU and the US. The brand’s accessories line is licensed by Milano Fashion.

STONE ISLAND
‘PROTOTYPE RESEARCH_SERIES 04’

Stone Island unveiled the latest addition to its ‘Prototype Series’, a limited-edition line that showcases the label’s research and features innovative garments that are, as of yet, impossible to produce on an industrial scale due to their technical complexity. The garment in ‘Nylon Metal’, the label’s iconic iridescent fabric, was sprayed with an adhesive substance and then exposed to cotton flock. The resulting electromagnetic field straightened the fibrils. The manually flocked garment was then dyed using a double recipe for nylon and cotton, producing highly contrasting colors that are different on each garment.

MANUEL RITZ
BERBER INFLUENCES

An ethnic rhythm is palpable within the Manuel Ritz S/S20 collection, with Moroccan-inspired patterns such as palm trees, flower and Afro-graphic motifs reminiscent of the carpets and majolica decorations. The jacket is still the must-have: double- or single-breasted, tailored or unlined. Trousers are wide and soft, and the color palette comprises light blue, red, earth tones and ivory. The ‘Sport’ capsule in collaboration with the artist and journalist Fabrizio Sclavi is back for its third season, offering his artworks on T-shirts, sweatshirts, Bermuda shorts, berets and a special pair of sneakers.

The ultra-light ‘Cinquantaquattro Move Knit’ sneakers, with their cool knitted uppers and distinctive contrast details, offer ‘DAS Light’ anatomical arch support and a ‘Dolomite Fusion’ sole, ensuring superior flexibility and comfort. The canvas ‘Essential’ shoe is perfect for the urban outdoors on long summer days. The reversible ‘Karakorum Lite’ jacket made of mini-ripstop fabric is a remarkably light windbreaker, while the light, all-season down jacket, ‘Karakorum Prime’, is part of the eco-friendly line produced using recycled materials.

For S/S 20, Avant Toi takes inspiration from the wild Camargue region in the south of France, with its saline expanses, raw linen, hemp and ‘dirty’ shades of white, and from the rest of Provence with its exceptionally strong mistral winds, lavender fields and blue skies. Think romantic transparencies, delicate colors, wildflowers, embroideries, tie dye for jackets, knits, T-shirts and accessories. The brand’s latest ‘Home’ collection, meanwhile, wandered further afield: its layered textures in a green palette with paprika accents are inspired by the jungle with its waterfalls, mosses and lichens.
